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Instead of utilizing plastic sanitary bags
in women's restrooms, the housekeeping
department produced the reusable cloth
sanitary bags in-house from old fabric
(only for hotel staff). It helps the hotel reduce
the cost of purchasing the plastic sanitary
bags. Furthermore, it is a good exercise for
other departments to recognize and begin
implementing alternative methods to minimize
the use of single-use plastic in their own
departments.

Banyan Tree Phuket
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Various outlets in Banyan Tree use non-plastic
food containers, including bakery boxes, cups,
and cutlery for take away meals. In 2018,
Banyan Tree groupwide have eliminated over
4 million of the measured plastic items and
reduced single-use plastic by 26%. In 2020,
Banyan Tree Phuket eliminated over 600,000
pieces of single-used plastic items.

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Best Practices
in Phuket Hotel Sector
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The Vijitt Resort Phuket
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Plastic baskets, which can hold as much as
rubbish bags, are being used to collect
trash around the resort. It saves the hotel
approximately 250 - 300 Baht per month that
would otherwise be spent on black plastic
rubbish bags.

Pure Phuket
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The hotel provides refillable water from the
lobby, with refill bottles accessible for guests
to take to their rooms.

The Naka Island A Luxury Collection

Resort & Spa Phuket
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The hotel uses reusable big plastic boxes to
receive goods from suppliers. They separate
the fresh vegetables and fruits and keep
them in different colored boxes for different
departments. This reduces the number of
plastic bags used in hotel and save them time
on delivery by being better organized.

0Z0 Hotel
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The hotel does not have an in-house kitchen
or restaurant to provide room service.
Therefore, instead of using local restaurant
food plastic containers, hotel pintos are
used to keep guests' meals and deliver
them straight to their rooms.

Dusit Thani Phuket
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At Dusit Thani, housekeeping staff made cloth
bags from old linen such as old curtains and
bed sheets. The reusable cloth bag is used
by room attendants or housemen to deliver
minibar items and hotel room amenities
from house-keeping storage to guest rooms.
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Saii Laguna Phuket
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Hotel staff are not permitted to bring plastic
bags, bottles, or straws into the premises.
This is a company policy that has been
implemented since 2019 and is enforced by
the HR department to actively encourage
employees not to bring single-use plastics to
work.
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Plastic waste management behavior of venders/operators
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Incentivize customers (e.g. discounts) to bring their own
food containers and tumblers to replace single-use
packaging (boxes, cups). 44 % of vendors already offer
this option to customers.
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Engage in a campaign to reduce the use of plastic by
telling customers to reduce or use sparingly plastic
bags: 42 percent.

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With regards to circular use of plastics at the household
level, the survey of 398 households indicates that people

store plastic bags for reuse, ranging from 5 - 200 bags per
household.

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Phuket Walking Street Lard-Yai
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Lad-Yai Walking Street has implemented waste reduc-
tion measures by cooperating with stakeholders to
reduce the use of materials that generate waste while
also promoting the use of reusable materials or natural
packaging materials, especially during Lard-Yai opening
hours. (There are staff from Phuket Municipality stand-
ing ready to provide information at the waste sorting
point).

There is also a cooperation with Phuket Municipality on
a systematic approach to waste management as the
Phuket Municipality has a policy to engage all sectors
in upstream waste management in order to reduce the
amount of waste that will go into the waste disposal
system (incinerator plant and sanitary landfill).
